Field day was held June 23 and 24, with two sites operating; one SSB station at Datil
Wells, and one SSB station and a CW station at NMT Macey Center. Base on
preliminary counts it seems that the Datil Wells site has beaten the Macey center site on
number of contacts but the Macey Center site beat Datil Wells on total points; CW contacts
count twice as much as SSB contacts.

Repeater Report from David Johnson, KB5YIW:

It has been awhile since we reviewed use of the SARA autopatch, so I'd like to take this
opportunity to do so. The SARA autopatch is available for use by any licensed amateur
radio operator. Feel free to share the information necessary to access the SARA autopatch
with your amateur radio friends and colleagues. We do ask that you do not make a

practice of doing so over the air, since unlicensed listeners might be inclined to initiate or

terminate a patch.

How does one make a call? We've adopted the convention of "*" = UP and "#" =
DOWN. Bring up the patch with "*" followed (without unkeying) by the local exchange
telephone number (835-, 838-, etc.). The SARA autopatch has a large number of
assignable speedial slots that permit users to access particular phone numbers very easily.
Using the autodial (speedial) feature involves keying "**nn", where nn = a two digit
autodial number. Do include the leading zero for AD numbers less than 10. All patches
and autodial calls are terminated with a "#". .

Socorro emergency services (city police, fire and ambulance) may be called by simply
generating the DTMF tones "911". The "*" is not required. The State Police office in
Socorro can be called by keying in the numbers "123". These autopatch calls are also
terminated with "#" or will timeout after 30 secs without an input to the repeater receiver.
